There was a motion to close the nominations.  The motion was seconded and passed.  There was a motion to approve each candidate as presented; the motions were seconded and passed.
d.  Resolutions Committee – Don Harbuck stated there were no resolutions to report.  The committee purchased 13 speaker gifts and 1 plaque for the conference totally $1171.
e.  Safety Accreditation – Ken Brubaker was unable to attend but sent a report to the NUTSEA Board.  Brubaker noted Mr. Corcoran six year term as RESAP Delegate has been fulfilled.  Brubaker thanked Corcoran for his contributions and hard work for the program.  RESAP has a total at 510 systems.  As of the end of August 2008, about 80 on-site observations and applications were completed and almost 100 systems remain in the final 3 months of this year.  Three Statewides are accredited (VA/MD/DE, South Dakota and Alabama) and two are scheduled for observations in November (LA and IL). Brubaker thanked the field observers and others who make the process possible.  NUTSEA members: Bob Richhart is current RESAP Chairman of delegates.  Mike Finerfrock, Mike Bird, Garry Christopherson and Dennis Corcoran are serving as delegates.
